                                  Reformation People
1. Henry VIII – King of England 1509-1547, Tudor Family, wanted annulment from Pope from 1st wife Catherine (daughter Mary), Pope denied so Henry had Archbishop grant annulment and remarry him to Anne Boleyn (daughter Elizabeth I) Pope excommunicates then Henry fights back passing Act of Supremacy making King head of New Church of England which became “ Anglican Church” , took Catholic Church’s land gave to nobles. 
     2. Mary I – 1st born daughter of King Henry VIII, daughter 

          Catherine” Bloody Mary” short while after Henry’s death 
          becomes Queen of England, restores Catholic Church and 
          arrested Protestants burning 300 at stake died 1558.

3. Elizabeth I-   daughter of Henry VIII and Anne Boleyn, 
   Queen of England 1558 –Protestant restored Anglican Church  

   from Mary’s reign. One of greatest rulers in English history.

  Defeated Spanish Armada, saving English throne gaining   

   European respect as defenders of Protestant faith.  
4.  Desiderius Erasmus – best know Christian Humanist, people should use reason to become better Christians. Not just going to church but more important to be good in everyday life, improve self and then this would reform the church and society. Wrote book, Praise of Folly criticized church corruption attacking wealth of Renaissance Popes who wanted luxury & pleasure not Christianity.
5.   William Tyndale – translated bible into English – 1st English 
       Bible from Hebrew & Greek text. Greatly expanded ability for  

       normal people to understand Bible for themselves. Inspired 
      Henry VIII to remove Cath Church from Church of England.
6. Martin Luther – German Monk 1517 called on reform of the Cath Church, questions church’s policy on indulgences. Wanted to reform Cath church instead started new movement with ideas led to creation of first Protestant Church “Lutheranism” “salvation by faith”
7. John Calvin – born 1509 in France – Christian Humanist, Protestant, -agreed with Luther also added his predestination belief. His idea Calvinism people began to think about electing not just church leaders but government leaders. His writings helped Europeans accept Protestantism.
8. St. Ignatius of Loyola and the Jesuits- 1540  Pope Paul III wants to reform the Catholic Church  to win back followers,  he recognized new order of priests the Jesuits – to bring back Protestants to Cath Church , founder St Ignatius of Loyola a soldier wounded in battle  declared to be soldier of Jesus and the church
9. Council of Trent- Catholic Reformation Pope Paul III & Council of Bishops 1545-1563 – Trent, Italy- supported Cath beliefs that were challenged by Protestants. Ended many church abuses- sale of indulgences, clergy had to follow strict rules of behavior, opens missionaries to win followers, strengthen spiritual life of Catholics.
